The National Certificate in Mental Health (Mental Health Support Work) is a nationally recognised qualification at Level 4 on the NZQA Framework. It is presented as an 11 month full-time programme. 
Blueprint has developed a fresh, innovative National Certificate in Mental Health (Mental Health Support Work) to align our qualification with the needs of learners and the mental health and addictions sector. 

The workplace of the support worker can either be in the community, supported accommodation or other mental health and addictions facilities.  

Course content
The National Certificate in Mental Health (Mental Health Support Work) delivered by Blueprint has five modules. Each module is made up of unit standards.  The modules are as follows:

Module One – Personal development

In this module the key aspect is reflective practice and includes exploring communication skills, values, beliefs and attitudes and how they impact on the job you do. 

Through supervision and self awareness you’ll gain new insights and practical skills to help enhance your everyday interactions.

Module Two – Relationship building

Support networks are vital for those recovering from mental illness. You’ll gain an understanding of establishing and maintaining supportive relationships with consumers/tangata whai ora and families/whanau; including identifying boundaries and exploring the inherent power imbalance whilst working cross culturally with diverse communities.  
Module Three – Holistic models of wellness

You’ll learn about models of wellness and the importance of these in the recovery of consumers/tangata whai ora. This module is based on the holistic needs of consumers/tangata whai ora and integrates the principles of recovery and a wide range of therapies that may aid their journey to recovery. 

Module Four – Professional development

You’ll learn about your role and responsibilities as a support worker. This module will help you gain an understanding of what other professional support services and people are available and how can you link in with these essential services to provide the support consumer/tangata whai ora need.

Module Five – Making it real

This is your opportunity to consolidate and reflect on the knowledge and skills you’ve gained throughout the year and demonstrate this in the workplace.

Assessment

Our National Certificate integrated programme is grouped into modules and consists of class based assessment, theoretical assignments, professional supervision and workplace verification and discussion.

The programme is integrated so that unit standards are grouped according to theme. This means that assessment activities may generate evidence for more than one unit standard. 

Your tutor will inform you how you will be assessed as well as the tasks and types of evidence required. In addition to assessment activities completed in class or in your own time, this programme also features workplace and group assessment.

Workplace – assessment by professional conversation

Evidence will also be collected in your workplace using a robust method of assessment called ‘assessment by professional conversation’. This may involve discussions of scenarios that arise in your work (reflective learning) and you will be required to provide evidence of projects that you have been involved in that align with the requirements of the national certificate. The assessor discusses your evidence with you. The evidence is checked (or verified) by seeking comments from an authorised person, for example, your supervisor or a consumer with whom you work. 

An assessor will visit you at least once during the course. These visits will be opportunities to discuss the theory you have learnt in class and how you have applied it in your workplace. Your assessor will also discuss theory and your workplace practice with your supervisor. 

Group assessment

You will be required to complete assessment activities in groups. The evidence and your participation in the group is checked (or verified) by your peers to help inform the assessor’s judgments.

Required hours

The National Certificate in Mental Health (Mental Health Support Work) Level 4 delivered by Blueprint is presented as an 11 month full-time programme over a 43 week period. 

All of the delivery, learning and assessments are designed around classroom and group activities, theoretical case studies and practical work-based assessment carried out in the workplace. 

To complete the course and receive the certificate, learners must show competence by completing all assessment activities and also the required classroom and workplace hours.

Workplace hours

You are required to complete 672 hours in the workplace. These will be recorded on forms which are given to you at the beginning of each month and returned by you to Blueprint at the end of each month. Your workplace hours will be verified by an authorised person within your organisation. The work undertaken must be mental health support work.

Workplace hours must occur between 0700 to 2230 hours in order to meet course requirements.  Hours worked outside of this period will not be counted towards course requirements unless negotiated and approved by Blueprint prior to course commencement.

As part of the programme, Blueprint tutors will be visiting your workplace at least once during the year to assess the work you do. These visits and the times they take place will be negotiated between you, your supervisor and Blueprint. 

Classroom hours

You are required to complete 252 hours in the classroom.   In order to do this you must attend every class day.  Classes will generally take place two consecutive days every fortnight. 

Where you are unable to attend your classroom hours, you are responsible for contacting and informing your tutor. Any class based hours you miss must be made up at Learner Support Days. There are six Learner Support Days offered each year.  Please see the table of contents for the page number of the class calendar in this pack. 

Blueprint understands the needs of its learners and their sponsors to have settled class time routines and programme structure, however Blueprint reserves the right to combine or divide classes undertaking the same course, to change the days and times on which learner's attendance is required and the sequence in which course topics are covered, at its absolute direction.  

Blueprint will give learners and sponsors: 

· an opportunity to comment on proposed changes prior to Blueprint giving notice of a change

· a minimum of two weeks notice of a change.

Self-directed learning

You are required to complete 260 hours of self-directed learning (SDL). This equates to about one day per week (or just over six hours a week) over the 43 week period.  SDL, which may involve further reading, completing assessment activities, and working in your assigned groups, has been proven to enhance learner learning.

Entry criteria and eligibility

To be accepted onto the National Certificate in Mental Health (Mental Health Support Work) you must:

· be over 18 years of age

· be a NZ citizen or permanent resident
· be working as a mental Health Support Worker (paid or voluntary) for a minimum of 16 hours per week.

A learner who needs to organise their own work placement (paid or voluntary) will need to comply with the employer’s policy regarding a police check and declaration of criminal convictions. 

Fee information

Course fees

As a learner participating in an NZQA qualification you can access student loans to fund your course.   In addition you may also be eligible for a scholarship or training grant (contact the Blueprint National Certificate administrators for more information).  The fees for the National Certificate in Mental Health (Mental Health Support Work) are $3581.42, excluding GST.  This is $4118.63 including GST.

Fee payment

Fees will be invoiced when the learner accepts their offer of place on the course. Fees paid to Blueprint will be paid into an individual learner fee protection account held by the Public Trust for the learner. Blueprint will provide enrolled learners with an application form to set up their account with Public Trust formally. 

This arrangement is free to learners.

Full fee payment must be made by the first day of course commencement. Any other payment arrangement (e.g. instalments) must be confirmed with Blueprint before the course start date. Unpaid fees can result in Blueprint withdrawing learners from the programme.

Withdrawal from course and fee protection

For withdrawals before 30th April 2012
Course fees will be invoiced when Blueprint receives the learner’s Acceptance of Place form.

Learners who withdraw on or before 30th April 2012 will be refunded their fees minus 10% of the total fee or $500 (whichever is less). 

Learners who withdraw, or are withdrawn, after the 30th of April 2012 will only be granted refunds in exceptional circumstances at the discretion of the CEO.  Any refund will be a partial amount of the total.

In the event of course closure

In the extremely unlikely event of a course closure, Blueprint NZ Ltd (trading as Blueprint for Learning) would cover refunds from a trust fund held by the Public Trust. Refunds will be calculated on a pro-rata basis depending on how much of the course has been completed, less the allowed administration fee and also less 15 percent of the remainder of the tuition fee if the course closure happens after the tenth working day.
Learners have a choice of transferring their unused fees to another provider or obtaining a refund if the course closes or Blueprint itself closes.  Blueprint staff will assist where possible with this process. 

Refunds would be paid from the Public Trust to the original payee or alternative provider.

Prior Learning

Blueprint delivers the National Certificate through an integrated model of learning.  This means unit standards have been spread across the modules and will provide a richer, more enhanced learning experience for our learners.  Therefore, learners who undertake the certificate with Blueprint can still have prior learning recognised, but as unit standards are not assessed individually, learners will still be required to attend all face to face classes.  Please see your tutor if you wish to discuss this further.

Quality commission 

Blueprint for Learning is a voluntary member of the Quality Commission Scheme, which investigates complaints and disputes with a training provider. 

The scheme was set up by the New Zealand Association of Private Education Providers (NZAPEP) but the Quality Commission itself is independent. It consists of five members: a chair, a consumer representative, a member representative and two members appointed by the NZAPEP Executive. 

The Quality Commission provides a free complaints resolution service for learners enrolled with participating education providers. The scheme is free to learners because it is fully funded from fees paid by participating providers. 

The Quality Commission’s service is available to learners who have been through Blueprint’s internal complaints process but are still not satisfied. Learners can also go to the Quality Commission if a dispute is deadlocked after two months. Learners also have the right to complain to the New Zealand Qualifications Authority (NZQA).
